Matters Arising:

The last meeting minutes were verified by Barbara Osbourn from Cougers and seconded by Lara Ayling from Angels 2
7.
Chair:
The goals that were set last year included: Bringing the standard of umpiring up to that of those in other leagues, introduce more courses and mentoring to umpires, establishing a budget, changing the weather line number, redesigning the website, local teams to go into the regional play offs, more tournaments and to set up a junior league.  These goals have been met, apart from no division 1 teams have come forward to enter the play-off’s so perhaps for winter?  In September the PNA will be a cashless system.  We will only accept Direct Debits, bank transfers or cheques.  For the coming year the plans are, to seek your views (questionnaire to be sent out), continue to pick up the pace on umpiring, introduce a league booklet for fixtures contacts and umpiring, redesign the score sheet (ideas welcome), hold a social event on Friday 5th December – partners and friends welcome, work on getting sponsorship for end of season prizes, enter the sports awards and see if PNA members can pick up some prizes.

  Registration:

From a registration point of view it has been a very nice season.  Only 6 penalties in total have been given so far.  If players are being transferred from another team then either Jodie or Clair need to be advised the night before at the latest.  Please could you also write the name for the most sportsmanlike player as opposed to writing the position it just makes it easier when collating the results.

League:

We have had a problem with score sheets on a couple of occasions this season in which the scores do not match.  The scorers must be sitting together constantly checking the scores and make sure they are not distracted.  Applications forms have been sent by the post and must be returned by August 15th.

Umpiring:

Thanks you to all those who kept up the training of umpires during my 5 month rest.  There were 2 successful umpiring rules forums tutored by Bill Alexander were very well attended and on June 7th we held a beginners umpire course.  The C Award and Div 1 refresher on the 29th June had to be cancelled even after opening it up to div 2 because we could not get the 10 needed to run the course, Carol Alexander who was to tutor the course has suggested that she come down on a league night and individually asses umpires.  Congratulations to Katie Smith from Navy Blues who now has her C award.

· Constitution changes as follows:
Section 3 Cost of Games (Amendment) – The cost of games changes from year to year and is advised by the treasurer at the beginning of each season.  Court fees are payable to the treasurer either by cheque, crossed payable to PNA, or by standing order or direct debit.  Cash is not accepted.  Court fees and other monies must be paid as soon as possible and paid in full 3 weeks before the end of the season, failure to do so may prevent a team from being entered into the next season at the discretion of the executive committee.
Section 3 Cost of Games (New) – Any Fines or penalty charges must be settled within 21 days, failure to do so will result in an additional £5.00 per week charge for each week the fine remains unpaid.

Section 5 Kit (Amendment) - All teams must be playing in matching kit colours (skirt, bib, t-shirt, sweatshirt, leggings/tracksuits etc).  Failure to do so will result in umpires reporting the violation of this rule.  Punishment for non-compliance of the kit rule is as follows:  1st Offence verbal warning, 2nd Offence 1 point deducted
Section 8 Coaching Courses and Section 12.05 Governing Body (Amendment) – Replace East Hants Association with Hampshire Netball Association.

Section 11 Cancellation Games (Remove) – Removal pf 11.2 completely (Opposing Team Duties)

Section 12.05 (Amendment) – The PNA shall be governed by a body compromising of a Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, General Secretary, League Secretary, Treasurer, Tournament and Social Secretary, Umpiring Secretary, Registration Secretary, Coaching Secretary, Web and All England support role, Hampshire netball association Rep and Sports Council Rep.  The officers may co-op member to the committee as matters dictate.

Section 12.06 Payment of an honorarium/general expense to PNA committee members (Amendment) – A seasonal Honorarium/General Expenses of £500.00 to be divided between the Committee Members who carry out administrative tasks.  The Honorarium/General Expenses payment is an appreciation of the voluntary work carried out by the committee on behalf of all PNA Players.
Section 12.11.1 AGM (Amendment) – To commence at 19:00
Section 12.11.2 General Meetings (Amendment) – General meeting will be held in March to prepare for the summer season and August or early September to prepare for Winter Season.  The committee will meet on a bi-monthly basis; the dates of which will be published on the website.  The committee will discuss league matters, finances, hear appeals, answer letters and queries and deal with any other netball matters arising.  Any other necessary meeting will be as per 12.11.5 and these can be called by team captains or by the committee.
Section 12.11.7 Voting (Amendment) – Pre season meetings – 1 vote per affiliated individual/registered team/club provided 1 or more members are present.
Section 12.14.3 (Amendment) – Unless notice of postponement have been provided under 12.14.1 all teams and umpires must present themselves in all weathers, to play.  Umpires are authorised to take a vote if the courts are deemed dangerous to continue or begin play.  All teams must abide by this vote.
Section 12.16.1 Umpires and Scorers (Amendment) - Teams must provide an umpire who is capable of interpreting the rules and is affiliated to England Netball.  If a game is cancelled for any reason, the teams involved still have to provide an umpire for the opposite match, or as scheduled in the fixtures.  If an umpire is not provided the offending team is liable for the cost of the court fees, and will be fined as follows: 1st offence £10.00 fine, 5 points deducted - 2nd offence £10.00 fine, 5 points deducted.  The second offence will be referred to the committee and this may result in suspension from the league.  Umpires must also be supplied for re-arranged matches.
Section 12.16.2 Umpires and Scorers (Amendment) – All PNA divisions must provide a capable scorer.  If a game is cancelled for any reason the teams involved still have to provide a scorer for the opposite match (the rest remains the same)
Section 12.16.3 Umpires and Scorers (New) – If for some reason, and as a last resort, a team must cancel due to not supplying an umpire the following must be informed: League Secretary, Umpiring Secretary, Both Team contacts and the opposing umpire.

12.17 Match Result Sheets (New) – Addition to last sentence to read: Match result sheets incorrectly completed are subject to a 1 point deduction.

· The following was voted in as a Bye Law in March 2008 and the constitution will be updated to read:

Section 4 Times and Venues of Games – The end of the game will be sounded by klaxon or long loud double blast of a whistle.  Early Game 18:30 – 19: 40.  Late Game 19.55 – 21:05.

· Time of Games:

Early matches start at 18.30  

· At 18.25 a horn will be sounded to signal 5 minutes to match play. 

· At 18.30 teams should be on court ready to play.  After 5 minutes it is the discretion of the umpire to award a walkover to the opposing team if one team is not on court ready to play with a minimum of 5 players. 

· A horn will be sounded at 19.40 to signal the end of play for all matches and each umpire will bring their match to an end– regardless of the time they started. 

Late Matches start at 19.55 

· At 19.50 a horn will be sounded to signal 5 minutes to match play

· At 19.55 teams should be on court ready to play.  After 5 minutes it is the discretion of the umpire to award a walkover to the opposing team if one team is not on court ready to play with a minimum of 5 players. 

· A horn will be sounded at 21.05 to signal the end of play for all matches and each umpire will bring their match to an end– regardless of the time they started.
